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INTRODUCTION: 

AWAKE program was designed to promote quality lives for the youth in and out of schools. This is because they can change comparing to the traditional norms that put them at risk. The youth are available in schools than in the old people who are busy caring and supporting the community. 

The prevalence rate remained at peak with women and girls being vulnerable to HIV and STDs. Most of the youth become sexually active at primary levels and the program is delaying the sexual activities by giving the appropriate information and skills that hinder early parenting, unwanted pregnancies and premature school drop-outs. 

BACKGROUND:
Kenya carries 3 million people and 2.2 million people are infected with HIV/AIDS. Three quarter of the people who are living in the rural areas are infected. The fact that HIV/AIDS being the youth biggest killer in the world does not scare many people and that is why the prevalence rate is still at peak. Most of the people especially in S. Nyanza are poor and the parents have been left widows and widowers and they cannot meet their basic needs in their homes and this contributes much to the spread of HIV/AIDS. Around 21,000 children are infected and most of them are born with HIV. 
From the statistics taken on the World AIDS Day conducted in St. Camillus Dala Kiye, 620 people were tested. Currently, the statistics show that in Migori District, the prevalence rate is 14.5% for the people who are infected. This is due to the fact that collaboration and networking among the stakeholders who are fighting against HIV/AIDS and other related diseases are much effective. The new infections are minimal compared to the past. 
GOAL 

To improve the quality of life for the youth in and out of school to acquire a positive change in life. 

OBJECTIVES 

· Creating awareness 
· Providing basic facts on HIV/AIDS, sexual health, pregnancies and STDs. 

· To improve communication among the youth, parents, leaders, community and among themselves. 

· To develop knowledge and proper understanding on HIV/AIDS

· To promote a positive attitude towards People Living With HIV/AIDS

· Promote hygiene to prevent other related diseases that promote the spread of HIV/AIDS

· Encourage behavior change to reduce the general gap in our society 
ACTIVITIES IMPLEMENTED IN THIS YEAR

Contact and sensitization 
The group has contacted the school administration and the teachers for the operation to be effective. Also some groups have been contacted and they have developed positive attitudes towards the program. 

The following schools have been contacted:
Wangaya, Sori, Sidika, Obondi and Aringo primary schools. 

The following groups have been contacted:

Tonga, Nyarongi, Mirogi, and Ang’iya parish, Kiranda caregivers support group, Aloma beach, Okiro beach, Oodi beach, Bongu beach, God Oloo self help group, Kwet beach, Okayo youth group, Rabare water dam group, Teppa youth group Achiya women group  and Okenge group from Kadem. 

The following schools have been contacted and prepared for peer group formation and training:
Bondo Kosiemo, Kogore, Alendo, Gunga, Agolo muok, Kaduro, Orore, Rabuor, Wachara, God Keyo, Not, Lwanda, and Magunga primary schools. During mobilization, the team has managed to select the 25 peer educators who can undergo training and one teacher representing the club and undergo a test training to help the peers to train the rest of the school. 
Training 
The team has managed to offer training to 12 schools and 13 teachers have undergone a technical training on HIV/AIDS. This gives us a total of 300 pupils trained as peer group educators in the whole of Karungu division. Among the 25 peers who have been selected to present their school are expected to disseminate the same information and skills they have received during training to other pupils. This will enable the entire school to spread the information, promote their life skills and have a positive behavior change as well as be role models to the entire community. 

During the training, it was discovered that three quarters of the youth were aware of the modes of transmission. It was realized that most of them rely on myths than facts on HIV/AIDS. 75% of the school pupils are sexually active and initiated much on the use of condoms when having sexual intercourse. 
In most of the training that we have done, it has been a continuous two days training and one day for the mobile VCT.  The major role of VCT was to know one’s HIV status and adapt any of the preventive measures that are suitable to each and every individual especially abstinence. 

Follow up 
The team has been closely following the already trained groups and schools in order to check how much the information has been disseminated and incase of any obstacles that can hinder the work to continue effectively. This has also helped us to repeat the training where necessary.  
ACHIEVEMENTS 

1. 65% of the schools within the division have a lot of information regarding the spread of HIV/AIDS.

2. The parish representatives through the co-ordination with AWAKE team have trained schools nearing their parishes and the whole information has been disseminated to the diocese levels. 

3. Several pupils have shown interest by knowing their HIV status and responding positively on behavior change.

4. There has been a good relationship among the youth and their teachers. 

5. It has been an effective collaboration with the HAPPEN project for advocacy for prevention, protection and networking for reaching the targeted youth outside the division. 
CHALLENGES 

· Short time given in some schools 
· Poor means of transport delaying the training 

· Lack of refresher trainings that can enhance our knowledge and skills 

· Frequent retraining of peer educators and teachers representing the clubs due to transfer and joining of secondary schools.  

· Lack of  proper management of clubs due to lack of motivation and materials to encourage the youth 
· Most of the schools are involved much in sports and drama festivals so when you visit them, you cannot conduct your activities. 

FUTURE PLANS 

· To offer more trainings to other different schools within the targeted area. 

· Organize for some entertainments which are educative to the youth i.e. video shows, drama, songs, poems etc. 

· To improve our mobilization and produce more IEC materials that are understandable in the local language. 

· To encourage the unresponsive schools to take part in the program 
· To train the teachers representatives for effective work

· To co-ordinate with other NGOs who can assist us with funds, refresher trainings and implementing more work plans
